Drop Off and Pick Up Procedure

Morning - Stay in your car and stay in line. You may let your child out of the car on the curbside when you
have pulled as far forward in line as possible. If you need to get out of the car please use a marked parking space in the
front or back parking lot. The handicap drop off ramp and parking places are for the physically handicapped
only. Staff members are posted to watch the children as they enter the building.

Afternoon — Stay in your car and stay in line. All children are brought outside at the same time. Please
move as far forward as possible. The adults will bring your child to your car. Children are not allowed to come
between cars or cross traffic to reach a car. If you need to get out of your car, you must use a marked parking space in
the front or back parking lot.

After School Pick Up

The Strode Station Safety Committee has made the following changes in procedure to ensure the safety of all our
students at the end of the day.

e All students will be assigned a tag to indicate what arrangement their grown-up has requested for them.
Yellow - riding the school bus
Green - car rider
Red - Kid's Carnival
White - Other pre-made arrangement
e Students who are scheduled to be a "pick up” either will
1.  Beescorted outside by staff members to a vehicle in the "pick-up” lane along the sidewalk out
back.
2. Beescorted to the cafeteria by staff members.

Students who ride a bus will continue under supervision of staff, to the buses in the front circle.
Students attending Kid's Carnival will proceed to the gym under staff supervision.

Students who are pick-ups will have two options this year-
1. Asinthe past, children will be escorted outside to the cars for those adults in line.
2. For adults who choose to pick up their child/children inside the school, the changes are as follows-

Students will be escorted by staff to the cafeteria.

At 2:20, adults wishing to pick up their children, may enter the school and proceed to the cafeteria. There will be
a staff member in the hallway to direct parents.

For the safety of our children, we must insist that parents picking up children inside the school sign them out in
the cafeteria.

Please do not re-enter the school hallways or allow your child to return to class once they enter the cafeteria. We
ask that you both exit through the designated exterior door.

NOTE: Children in the cafeteria will not be released to leave with their adult until the buses have been
loaded and released.

Thank you for your support, we want all of the children to be released from school in a safe and timely manner.
